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Abstract

JR Freight is a company that transports approximately 30 million tons of freight annually, by using
8000 km of rail network mainly in Japan. Freight transportation using containers is our core
service. We own over 7,000 container wagons and over 60,000 containers which have been
continually improving in terms of managing and operations. In the lecture, we would like to
introduce an information system such as container location management using IC tags and GPS,
and a hand brake detection system using pressure sensors and mobile communication. These
systems have been introduced to prevent accidents due to human error and help enhancing work
efficiency while saving the operation cost.
